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Auriga is most notable for its three
bright open clusters and for sporting
one of the ten brightest stars in the
night sky, Capella.

In ascending order of interest are
Auriga's three Messier-designated
open clusters: M36, M38 and M37. All
are clearly visible to the naked eye
from a dark site and, in binoculars,
appear as bright fuzzy patches;
Capella naturally, a telescope brings out the

most detail. M36 will show around
50 stars in an 8" scope while M38
shows twice as many stars, some in
apparent chain-like arrangements.

(%) NGC 1931 is a bright emission
NG[‘.-1*JE1 nebula surrounding a very small open
